During a review of the captioned development the National Environment and Planning
Agency has determined that an Environmental Impact Assessment should be done for
the project.

This Assessment should address but not be limited to the following areas:

1. An overall evaluation of the existing environmental conditions, values and functions
of the proposed development area.

2. A Socioeconomic Evaluation.

3. A survey with respect to existing vegetation, vegetation loss and hence loss of
habitat for the fauna in the area.

4. Drainage, especially with respect to existing natural drainage channels or any
proposed man made drainage/water features. Issues with respect to increased
surface runoff and sediment loading must also be addressed.

5. The impact of the project on the surrounding area as it relates to the cumulative
impacts of this project on any existing developments.

6. The method, level and location of the sewage treatment facility and the impact of its
disposal on the environment. Clarification must be given regarding the proximity of
this treatment system to the adjacent houses and basic infrastructure.
