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With reference to your letter dated 2™ June 2006, received 9" June 2006, revised drainage
plans received 217 June 2006, site inspection conducted 27" June 2006 and TIA received 26
July 2006 regarding the above, I am to advise that this Agency offers no objection to approval
being granted subject to the following conditions:

1. No new building or permanent structure should be erected less than 15.24m and 15.1m
from the centre line of the Main and 18m wide Roads respectively.

2. No new building or permanent structure should be erected less than 13.72m and
11.12m from the centre line of the 15m and 10m wide roads respectively.

3. No new building or permanent structure should be erected less than 4.57m from any
side road property boundary.

4. No new building or permanent structure should be erected less than 3.05m from any
drain.

. 5. There shall be no direct vehicular ingress/egress from any lot onto the main or
parochial roads.

6. The intersection of Roads B and F should be upgraded as illustrated in red or section
of subdivision plan returned herewith.

7. A raised median 1m wide and 22.5cm high should be constructed alang Road B
between the Main Road and the existing Round-A-Bout.
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8. The intersection at the Main Road and Road No.8 should be designed conforning to
the National Works Agency (Typical Layout of Turn Lane) standard attachec.
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9. Design and detail for the construction of the intersection should be submitted to the
National Works Agency for review and recommendation.

10. Detail plans for the Basic School and the Commercial Site should be submitted
through the Local Planning Authority to the National Works Agency for review and
recommendation.

11. Parking for the commercial development should be provided within the site.

12. The turning circle at the end of a cul-de-sac should conform to the Netional Works
Agency standard attached.

13, Stop signs should be erected at all road intersections conforming to the National
Works Agency standard attached.

14. Lots #1 and 23 should be reserved as open space/ storm water detention areas.

15. A 1m wide easement should be provided on either side of the drain for maintenance
and other purposes.

16. The proposed culvert along the central main drain at PC = 0+002.018 should be a
minimum of 4m x 1.6m in size.

17. The earth drain/ swale should be upgraded, the banks stabilized and maintained to
avoid erosion to the satisfaction of the Chief Executive Officer, National Werks
Agency.

18. The section of the Fraser’s Gully where the central main drain enters the Gully up to
the point it discharges into the detention pond as highlighted in the drainage report
should be upgraded, the banks stabilized and maintained to the satisfaction of the
Chief Executive Officer, National Works Agency.

19. Surface drainage/storm water runoff should be effectively intercepted and disposed of
by means conforming to the approved drainage plan.

20. There shall be no significant deviation from the approved drainage plan without the
consent of the Chief Executive Officer, National Works Agency.
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21. The Parish Manager should be consulted to inspect and monitor construction of the
drainage infrastructure works from start to completion and confirm approval in writing
to the Chief Executive Officer, National Works Agency.
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Reason for Condition #14:

The vehicular ingress/egress from lots #1 and 23 are too close to the road intersection and
would prove dangerous o vehicular traffic movement.
